
Hardware Installation
Read your specific computers owner’s manual for instructions on how to 1.	

install a PCI-e card

Turn-off and unplug the power from your computer2.	

Ground yourself and then take the CasaTunes XLi card out of its container3.	

Insert the card into the computer and close the outer cover4.	

Hookup the pre-amplifier outputs of your XLi PCI-e card to your amplifier 5.	

using the provided 3.5mm to RCA cables

Caution:  Before touching the CasaTunes XLi card ground yourself by touching an unpainted metal surface.
While working on your computer you should periodically touch an unpainted metal surface on the computer chassis 
to dissipate any static electricity that could potentially damage the computer and/or the CasaTunes XLi card.

12.	 If you are running Windows XP follow these instructions: (only necessary the 

first time you install CasaTunes): 

a.	 Open the control panel and choose Add/Remove programs. 

b.	 Select Add/Remove Windows components.

c.	 Check the checkbox next to Internet Information Services (IIS), and click 

on next.

d.	 Follow the instructions to install IIS

e.	 Now go to www.windows.com/downloads, find the .net Framework 

2.0 Service Pack 1 and install it.

f.	 Please be aware that if your computer came with .net Framework 

2.0 already installed, installing IIS requires the .net Framework to be 

repaired.  To repair the Framework, go to the control panel and select 

Add/Remove Programs. In add/remove programs, click on the change/

remove button for the .net 2.0 Framework and select “repair”.

g.	 If you have the .net 2.0 Framework Service Pack 1 installed on your 

computer already, you must remove the Framework and reinstall 

it.  Remove it in Add/Remove Programs. To reinstall it, go to www.

microsoft.com/downloads and search for the .net Framework 2.0 

Service Pack 1, and install it.

13.	 Follow the CasaTunes Installation on-screen instructions

14.	 Once the application has finished installing CasaTunes, click on the ‘setup’ 

button to run the CasaTunes Setup program.  Follow the instructions in 

the “How to Setup your CasaTunes XLi Guide.”

Software Installation (cont.)

1.	 Must have internet connection

2.	 Plug-in and turn-on your computer

3.	 If the “welcome new found hardware wizard” pops up, IGNORE IT

4.	 Insert the CasaTunes XLi CD into your computer

5.	 The CasaTunes XL Installation application screen will be displayed

6.	 Start Step 1 – “Install CasaTunes XL Audio Driver” and carefully follow the 

on-screen instructions (Be Patient there is a 10-20 second delay while the 

software is being loaded from the CD)

7.	 If there are any Microsoft Compatibility warnings click “continue anyway”

8.	 After Step 1 has completed, and the CasaTunes Audio driver has been 

successfully installed, you should reboot your computer when prompted

9.	 Take out and re-insert the CD after the computer has rebooted

10.	 Start Step 2 - “Install CasaTunes Application and Components”

11.	 If you are running Windows Vista, skip to step 13
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CasaTunes XLi Setup Guide

1.	After installing the hardware, the “Welcome to CasaTunes Setup Wizard” (Fig. A) should 

appear.  If not double-click on CasaTunes Setup on your desktop.  Click “Next”.

2.	Select the controller tab and verify the controller type specifies “CasaTunes XLi” (Fig. B). 

	Click “Next”.

3.	Select the sources tab to verify the source settings, and to label these sources.   You can select which source to configure by clicking the source number on the left 

side of the setup wizard (Source 1, Source 2, etc…).

a.	Type in an optional custom label in the “enter a name for this source:” field.  Some typical names for these sources might be to label them by music genre (for 

example, Classical, Jazz, Rock, etc…), or by family names (for example, Bill’s music, Betty’s music, etc…), or any scheme that helps identify your sources.

b.	Click “Next” after you have setup all of your sources, or select the Zones tab.

4.	The next step is to setup your Zones.  You can switch between Zones the same way you did Sources.

a.	In the “Enter a name for this Zone:” field, enter the name of the room associated with this zone, for example, Kitchen, Master Bedroom, Patio, etc…

b.	Customize your zone settings.

c.	When turning on a zone, you can either reset the volume level to a specific value, or the volume will start at the level it was set to prior to the zone being turned off.

d.	If a zone is not being used, click on “hide this zone?” to avoid the zone being displayed in the User Interface.

5.	Click on the “Summary” tab, and print out a copy of your configuration for your records (in case you need to re-create this information later) and click on “Finish” to 

complete the Setup.

You can also optionally configure Zone Groups.  A Zone Group is typically used when you want to control several zones or rooms as if they were a single zone, for 

example, a Party Zone Group.  Another use of Zone Groups is for large rooms that require multiple sets of speakers, which need to be controlled as one.

The recommended way to create a Zone Group is to start the CasaTunes User Interface, power all your zones that are going to be part of the Zone Group and set the 

volume level for each zone to the correct level.  Then, in the CasaTunes Setup click on the “record” button.  Now enter a name for your Zone Group, for example, Party.

You can also specify which, if any, zones in the Zone Group should be a Master.  Changing the Power, Volume or Source setting in a master zone, applies the change to all 

zones in the Zone Group.  Note, the difference in volume levels between zones in a Zone group will be preserved when the master volume is changed.
